Splayed entrance off village road gives access onto a brick edged tarmacadam driveway providing generous parking and turning space. Brick retained shrub and flower
border to one side and access to garaging. Area of lawn to other side with specimen tree. Screened by box hedging to front boundary, post and rail fencing to side boundary.

GARAGE / WORKSHOP Up and over door to front. Light and power connected. Shelving. UPVC part glazed personnel door into rear garden.

GARDEN STORE Personnel part glazed door to front. Window to side. Fluorescent strip light. Power points.

MAIN GARDEN Extends to the rear of the property and enjoys a good degree of privacy. Paved terrace enclosed by brick walling with flower and rose border and conifers.
Curved steps rise to main area of garden, further pathway leading round property to the garage. Gently sloping up to the rear boundary. Laid to lawn with well stocked
herbaceous borders, spring bulbs and interesting variety of mature trees (fruit trees, flowering Cherry, Acer, Silver Birches). The garden is well screened on all sides by high
timber fencing.

SUMMERHOUSE / HOME OFFICE Constructed of colour washed feather edged timber elevations beneath a pitched felt roof. Half glazed door and two windows to front.
Fully insulated. Light and power connected. Wall mounted electric heater.

SERVICES

Mains electricity, water and drainage. Qil fired central heating. Propane gas for cooking. Note: No household services or appliances have been tested and no guarantees
can be given by Evans & Partridge.
